DEREHAM MEMORIAL HALL (A Brief History)

In 1817 James Elvin established this building as a
Coach Building Factory and when he died in 1880 his
son Charles NortorElvin carried on the Family
Business.E | v ibuild quality coaches for nobility
througtout Britain and Europewhich included the
Czar of Russia. At times they employed over 50
workers.

Coaches made for wealthy families had their own coat
of arms painted on the doors, all of which were
recorded byCharlesElvin who studied the subject of
Heraldry He becane recognised asan expert,
publishing several books on the subjdsefore his
death in 1894 he had h2raldicshields painted for

St Nicholas Parish church. His son Thomas carried on
the business but theadk of orders following the
coming of the Motor Car forcetlto close.

The Property wasffered forsale in1908 asa large,
three story building, with yard and stabling, suitable
for a Motor Works,L a u n d r ylt wag fowever
bought and becameRublicHall.

Food Glorious Food

Recid F2NJ al & A& [ CRUN@HYHQED LEMON TRAYBAKE  (Cuts into about 24 pieces)
Make this in the small roasting tin lined with foil, or double the recipe for the large roasting tin
(bake this for about 30 i 35 minutes). It is delicious served warm or cold.

A similar cake can be made with poppy seeds (about 40g9/1%20z added to the sponge mixture).
2259 (8 0z) self-raising flour. 2259 (8 0z) caster sugar. 3 eggs. TOPPING
1759 (6 0z) soft baking margarine. 1% level teaspoons baking powder.
175g (6 0z) granulated sugar.
finely grated rind of 2 lemons. 6 tablespoons milk. Juice of 2 lemons

1.Line the small roasting tin with foil, and grease well with extra margarine or butter.

2.Measure all of the cake ingredients into an electric mixer or bowl and beat well until smooth. Turn the mixture into
the lined tin.

3.Hang the small roasting tin on the lowest set of runners in the Roasting Oven and slide the cold plain shelf on the
second set of runners. Bake for about 25 minutes or until the cake is golden brown and coming away from the sides
of the tin. Turn the tin round after 20 minutes if the baking is not even.

Hang the roasting tin on the lowest set of runners in the Baking Oven. Should the cake become too brown after, say,
20 minutes, slide the cold plain shelf above the tray bake on the second set of runners.

4.Remove cake from the oven. Mix together the topping ingredients and pour over the surface of the hot cake.
Leave the cake in the tin until barely warm, and then use the foil lining to lift the cake out. Cut into about 24 pieces.
To PREPARE AHEAD: Best freshly made, although it will keep in airtight container for a few days.

To FREEZE: Freeze whole well wrapped in foil for about 2 months.

To THAW: Thaw at room temperature for 27 3 hours.

To COOK IN A CONVENTIONAL OVEN: Bake in the oven preheated to 180°C/350°F/Gas mark 4 for 30 i 35 minutes.
